The lowest spenders of capital expenditure are the Departments of Development Planning and Local Government (23.97%), Housing (31.09%), Finance and Economic Affairs (44.71%) and Social Services and Population Development (49.31%).  

The lowest spenders of Transfer expenditure are the Departments of Safety and Liaison (66.28%), Finance and Economic Affairs (75.69%) and Education (86.13%).  In addition, the lowest spenders of Capital expenditure are the Departments of Safety and Liaison (64.05%), Development Planning and Local Government (76.09%), as well as Agriculture, Conservation, Environment and Land Affairs (81.43%).

2.4 KwaZulu-Natal 

As indicated in Table 6 below, the lowest spending Departments in KwaZulu-Natal were the Provincial Treasury (29.50%) and the Office of the Premier (81.49%).  

The Departments of Safety and Security and Education recorded a huge over-expenditure on Transfers.  As with other provinces, Provincial Departments have spent less on capital expenditure than on current and transfer expenditure.

Departments that underspent most on capital expenditure are the Departments of Sport and Recreation (37.55%), Safety and Security (38.46%) Agriculture and Environmental Affairs (39.46%) and the provincial Parliament (49.88%).

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The only Departments that underspent most on its transfer expenditure is the Department of Transport with an expenditure of 39.90%.  Furthermore, The Provincial Treasury is the only Department to spend less than 80% of its current budget, recording a current expenditure of 28.79%.  

2.5 Western Cape

Table 7 indicates the expenditure trends of Departments in the Western Cape Province. The lowest spending Departments are the Departments of Local Government (72.83%), Housing (84.21%) and Agriculture (84.76%).

The Western Cape Province was the highest spender of its capital budget, spending (92%) of this budget.  

The lowest spenders of capital expenditure are the Departments of Local Government (20.67%), Provincial Parliament (26.73%) and Agriculture (26.87%). The Departments of economic Development and Planning, as well as environmental Affairs and Development Planning overspent on their capital budgets.  

The lowest spenders of Transfer expenditure are the Departments of Local Government (63.39%), Transport and Public Works (72.13%) and Agriculture (75.35%).

2.6 Limpopo

The Limpopo province spent 97.58% of its allocated budget.  The lowest spenders in the Province were the Department of Local Government and Housing and the Provincial Legislature.  The Department of Sport, Arts and Culture is the only Department that exceeded its budget by 6.04%.

Figure 8 below indicates that the Office of the Premier overspent tremendously on its current budget, and that Departments are generally underspending more on capital than current expenditure. Departments spent 97.77% current expenditure, 97.97% Transfer and 88.03% capital.

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The lowest spender of capital expenditure is the Department of sports, Arts and Culture, with an expenditure of 42.64%.  However, no severe underexpenditure was recorded for the other categories of expenditure.  

2.7 Mpumalanga

All the provincial Departments in the Mpumalanga province spent over 90% of their budgets, with the lowest spending Department being the Department of Agriculture and Land Administration with an expenditure of 91.35%.  Departments spent an average of 66.12%, 99.70% and 96.66% on Capital, Transfer and Current expenditure respectively.  

The lowest spenders of Capital expenditure are the Departments of Economic Development and Planning (-44.57%), Culture, Sport and Recreation (31.29%), Health (36.28%) and Social Development (36.47%).
