Summary

The Department of Social Development briefed the Committee on the
amendments made by the Portfolio Committee (hereto referred to as the PC) on
Social Development on the Older Person's Bill [B68D — 2003].

The comrespondence (invitations) was read to the Committee and they agreed to
both.

The Committee reviewed the 2™ term programme of the Committee and agreed
that the programme should be re-worked.

1. Amendments on the Older Person’s Bill [B68D — 2003]

Ms Kela, Chief Director, proceeded to brief the Commitiee and stated that the
presentation flow would be as follows:

She stated that the PC held public hearings in August 2005 and that 28
organisations attended these hearings and amongst those were, SA Human
Rights Commission, Joint Forum for Policy on Ageing (JFPA), Black Sash etc.

Critical concern raised during public hearings

These included that the Bill still emphasized residential care rather that
community based care and that frail care services (institutions and communities)
and the protection of older persons (in communities) were not adequately
addressed. There was a call to have court hearings held in camera to protect
older persons from victimization.

Section 9 of the previous Bill did not take into consideration the right to self
determination regarding admission to residential facilities ( conditions for
consensual or compulsory admission to facilities). The Bill did not highlight
clearly how the proposed register on abuse was to be implemented and that the
Bill was silent on the rights of older persons in the community and that there was
a lack of recognition of older person’s wisdom.
