Report of the Joint Budget Committee on Departmental Expenditure April 2005 to March 2006

A. NATIONAL EXPENDITURE

1.
Introduction

Departmental expenditure has been fairly consistent throughout the financial year.  However, it is evident that departments increased their expenditure in the last quarter, most notably the Departments of Sport and Recreation and the Department of Transport.  It’s important to note that the Department of Communications significantly improved its expenditure trends over the 2005/06 financial year. 

Departments started the financial year with a low average expenditure of 5% in April 2005, increasing sharply to 11.13% in May 2005 and decreasing to 7% in June 2005. This resulted in an overall average expenditure of 23.14% at the end of the fist quarter. At the end of the second quarter average departmental expenditure was at 43.81%. By the end of the third quarter, departmental expenditure increased to an average of 70.47%. 

At the end of the 2005/06 financial year the average departmental expenditure was 97.67% (97.65% 2004/05). This translates to an under expenditure by departments of approximately R5.4 Billion (3.6 billion 2004/05) during the last financial year.

ANALYSIS OF EXPENDITURE PER QUARTER 

2.1.
First Quarter

Average departmental expenditure at the end of the first quarter was 23.14%. The Department of Provincial and Local Government was the lowest spending Department at the end of the first quarter (9.05%). The Department of Education was the highest spending department (49.16%). 
Departments spent on average 6.29% of their current budget in April 2005, increasing to 7.16% and 7.26% in May and June respectively. Transfer expenditure was 4.47% in April, increasing to 13.40% in May and decreasing to 7.03% in June. In April 2005, Departments spent on average 2.49% of their capital budget, increasing slightly to 3.82% in May and 3.37% in June.  

Figure 1 provides a graphical illustration of the average current, transfer and capital expenditure of National Departments at the end of the first quarter.

Second Quarter

Average departmental expenditure at the end of the second quarter was 47.5%. The Department of Land Affairs was the lowest spending Department at the end of the second quarter (27.71%). The Department of Education was the highest spending department (75.18%). 
Departments spent on average 43.81% of their current budget, the Department of Arts and Culture current expenditure was the highest at 69.55% and the Department of Sport and Recreation was the lowest spender at 25.64%. The average transfer expenditure by department was 50.09% and the average capital expenditure at the end of the second quarter was 29.52%.

Third Quarter

Average departmental expenditure at the end of the third quarter was 70.04%. The Department of Education was the highest spending department at the end of the third quarter, with a recorded expenditure of 91.09%. Sport and Recreation South Africa was the lowest spending department at the end of the third quarter, with a recorded expenditure of 24.67%.

Departments spent an average of 67.77%, 72.49% and 54.33% in Current, Transfer and Capital expenditure respectively.  The slow trend of spending on capital expenditure is similar to that of previous financial years.

Fourth Quarter

During the last quarter of the financial year, departments increased their expenditure, most notably the Department of Sport and Recreation (65.03% in the last month of the 2005/06 financial year). Similar to the last financial year, the department (Sport and Recreation) spent a huge chunk of its budget in the last month of the financial year (31.55% in the last month of 2004/05)

Departments increased their average expenditure from 7.21% in January to 13.29% in March 2006.Table 3 and table 4 indicate the highest and lowest spenders at the end of the financial year.

The department of Land Affairs was by far the lowest spending department. 

Departments spent an average of 96.51%, 97.6% and 112.32% of their Current, Transfer and Capital expenditure respectively.  More than 50% of the Capital budget was spent in the last quarter of the financial year. Even though only two departments overspent on their budget 22 overspent their capital budget.

3.1 Total expenditure

At the end of the 2005/06 financial year, Departments spent on average 97.67% of their budgets. Departments’ on average spent 7.21% of their budget during January. Expenditure increased to 8.13% in February and 13.29% in March.

B. Provincial Expenditure

Overall Provincial Expenditure
All provinces underspent on their budgets.  Provincial expenditure increased from an average of 98.72% in 2002/03, to 99.47% in 2003/04, and then decreased to 96.94% in the 2004/05 financial year. The average expenditure for the 2005/06 financial year increased to 97.99% The trends are illustrated in figure 4.

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Conclusion 

Departmental spending trends indicate that Departmental expenditure is decreasing gradually and there is more underspending than there was in the previous financial years.  This is indicated by the gradual decrease in expenditure, from 98.64% in the 2002/03 financial year, 98.04% in the 2003/04 financial year, 97.65% in the 2004/05 financial year, and 97.67% in 2005/06 financial year.  Even though average percentage expenditure increased marginally from 97.65% in 2004/05 to 97.67% in the 2005/06 financial year total under expenditure increased from 3.6 billion in 2004/05 to approximately R5.4 Billion in 2005/06.
