Mediation Cornmities

The Mediation Committee is a joint committee consisting
of members of both Houses.

If the two Houses do not agree on a section 74 or 76
Bill, the Bill is referred to the Mediation Committee.

The Committee considers the Bill with a view to finding
agreement between the two Houses.

If the Committee agrees on a new version of the Bill,
that version is referred to both Houses for
reconsideration.
