2. OVERVIEW (continue)

2.2 Inmate population as on 30 June 2009:

« On 30 June 2009 a total inmate population of 163 108
consisting of the following categories were accommodated
In 237 active correctional centres with approved
accommodation for 114 822 inmates:

« Sentenced offenders: Total 116 087 of which:
* 2 549 Females (including 20 children under 18 years)
* 113 538 Males (including 888 children under 18 years)

« Sentenced offenders represented 71.17% of the total
iInmate population

4. DRIVERS OF OVERCROWDING
4.1 Awaiting Trial Detainees (ATD’s)

« Each of the nerve centres in metropolitan areas, such as
East London, Mthatha, Pollsmoor, Durban, Johannesburg
and Pretoria, are serving a multitude of courts. The impact
thereof is that all these centres are highly overcrowded
(Pollsmoor = 223%, JhBurg = 235%, Mthatha =206%,
East London =201%, PTA =194% and Durban = 164%)

- Hundreds of ATD's at nerve centres are released and
admitted on a daily basis. During only the week 1 to 5
June 2009, a total number of 3696 ATD’s were released
from three nerve centres (Durban, JhBurg and Pollsmoor),
but 4098 ATD’s were admitted during the same period.

A positive aspect in this regard is that overcrowding is

alleviated during day time.
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4. DRIVERS OF DVERCROWDINC (continue)
4.2 Sentenced offenders

« Mandatory minimum sentences since 1997, resulting in an
increase in the number and percentage of offenders
sentenced to very long periods of imprisonment implying
a slower turn over rate. Since 1996 the percentage
offenders serving sentences >10 — 15 years, >15 — 20
years and > 20 years (including life imprisonment)
increased with 11%, 8% and 14% respectively whilst the
percentage offenders in all shorter sentence categories |
decreased.

« Continuous incarceration of offenders serving very short
sentences, e.g. less than 6 months imprisonment,
iImpacting negatively on time available to present
rehabilitation programmes.

* The occupation level of 50 centres were less than 100%:

* The occupation level of 101 centres were between 100% and
149%

* The occupation levels of 47 centres were between 150% and
174%

= Malmesbury Med B: 200.56% (90% of population = ATD’s)
« Zonderwater Med A: 200.91% (Accommodates maximums)
= East London Med B: 201.29% (98% of population = ATD'8)

= JhBurg Med B: 240.15% (Accommodates Maximums)

= King Williams Town: 250.83% (89% of population = ATD’s)
Historically:

12 of these 19 correctional centres were also overcrowded by
more than 200% on 30 June 2008

» 10 of these 19 correctional centres were also overcrowded by
more than 200% on 30 June 2007
